8 REASONS FOR HOPE
Because | trust Jesus, there is...

1. NO CONDEMNATION:

“There is now no condemnation for those who belong to Christ Jesus.”
Romans 8:1 (NIV)

2. NO DOMINATION:

“Through Christ Jesus, the law of the Spirit of Life has set me free from the law of sin
and death.” Romans 8:2 (NIV)

“The law of Moses could not save us, because of our sinful nature. But God put info
effect a different plan to save us. God destroyed sin's control over us by giving his Son
as a sacrifice for our sins.” Romans 8:3 (NLT)

“Those dominated by their sinful nature think about sinful things, but those controlled
by the Holy Spirit think about things that please God . . . If the Holy Spirit controls your
mind, there is life and peace.” Romans 8:5-6 (NLT)

3. NO TERMINATION:

“The Spirit of God, who raised Jesus from the dead, lives in you. So just as he raised

Christ from the dead, he will give life to your mortal body by this same Spirit!”
Romans 8:11 (NLT)

“For in this hope we were saved.” Romans 8:24 (NIV)

4. NO LIMITATION:

“God’s Spirit speaks to us deep in our hearts and tells us that we are God's children.
And since we are his children, we will share his treasures—for everything God gives
to his Son, Christ, is ours, too!” Romans 8:16-17 (NLT)

“But if we are to share his glory, we must also share his suffering. Yet what we suffer
now is nothing compared to the glory he will give us later.” Romans 8:17-18 (NLT)

5. NO MISCALCULATION:

“We know that in ALL things God works for the good of those who love him, who've
been called according to his purpose.” Romans 8:28 (NIV)

“For God knew his people in advance, and he chose them to become like his Son, so
that his Son would be the firstborn with many brothers and sisters.”
Romans 8:29 (NLT)

“Meanwhile, the moment we get tired in the waiting, God's Spirit is right alongside
helping us along. If we don't know how or what to pray, it doesn't matter. He does our
praying in and for us, making prayer out of our wordless sighs and groans.”

Romans 8:26 (The Message)

6. NO INTIMIDATION:

“What can we say about such wonderful things as these? _If God is for us, who can
ever be against us?” Romans 8:31 (NLT)

“Who can accuse the people God has chosen? No one, because God is the One who
makes them right.” Romans 8:33 (NCV)

“None of this fazes us because Jesus loves us.” Romans 8:37 (The Message)

7. NO DEPRIVATION:

“Since God did not spare even his own Son but gave him up for us all, won't God,
who gave us Christ, also give us everything else?” Romans 8:32 (NLT)

8. NO SEPARATION:
“l am convinced that nothing can ever separate us from his love. Death can't, and life
can't. The angels can't, and the demons can't. Our fears for today, our worries about
tomorrow, and even the powers of hell can't keep God's love away. Whether we are
high above the sky or in the deepest ocean, nothing in all creation will ever be able to
separate us from the love of God that is revealed in Christ Jesus our Lord.”
