DESTROYS RELATIONSHIPS

“What causes fights and quarrels? Don’t they come from your desires that battle
within you? You want something but you don’t get it.” James 4:1-2 (NIV)

BUILDS THEM

“Look out for one another’s interests, not just for your own.” Philippians 2:4 (GNT)

one who plants in response to God, letting God’s Spirit do the growth work in him,
harvests a crop of real life, and eternal life.”
