“This is what the Lord says to you: ‘Do not be afraid or discouraged because of this 
vast army. For the battle is not yours, but God's.’”  2 Chronicles 20:15 (NIV) 
 

“You won't need to fight in this battle. Just stand strong in your places, and you will 
see the Lord save you.”

STEP 5:  THANK GOD ___________________________________ 
“The king appointed singers to walk ahead of the army, singing to the Lord and 
praising Him . . .
